Find out what they
eat and label them with ‘carnivore’,
‘herbivore’ or ‘omnivore’.

Amazing Animal Quiz

Create a quiz about animals- perhaps
some unusual animals. This could include
having a set of fun facts about different
animals then a series of questions related
to your fun facts to test your friends.

Junk Model Animals

Create a model of a chosen animal using
recycled equipment such as cardboard boxes
etc. The models should be no bigger than
30cm x 30cm.
